How long does the process take?  

The answer depends on the availability of your references, and your location (for home inspection).  We do begin the process within 24 hours of receiving your application (Mon-Fri).  We will contact you, when the application is received.  

Once the references have been checked and approved, we will then contact you to arrange for the home inspection. 

Upon approval of your application, we will then arrange a date/time to complete the adoption.  You will have seven (7) days to adjust to your new dachshund, as well as, allowing them to adjust to you.  In that time, you have the option to cancel the contract for a full refund.  Any medical records will be mailed to you, following that seven (7) day adjustment time.  In most cities/towns, you have up to 30 days to register your dachshund with your local animal control registry/authority.
